On Tuesday, July 22, 2014 at about 1:12 PM Edmonds Police units responded to the area of 96th Ave W and Laurel Ln on a report of a suspicious male seen jumping over the fence to a yard where an elderly lady lived. The male was described as being in his 20’s with pierced ears, scruffy beard, wearing a blue sweatshirt, long shorts and carrying a gray backpack.  As Officer Ross Sutton came into the area he immediately started to look for any people who resembled the description given by the person who called 9-1-1.  In the area of the 9300 block of 220th St SW, Officer Sutton observed a male matching the description and that he also appeared out of breath.  Officer Sutton contacted the male who gave a story of being chased by a group of kids he owed money to.  When a weapon was observed on the person of the male he was placed into custody.  Other officers quickly arrived in the area.  Officer Sutton, who had noticed a confused elderly female standing out in front of a nearby house, directed the other officers to contact her.  She reported that she believed someone had been inside her house.  The officers started their investigation and determined her house had been entered and a number of personal items had been stolen.  These items included mementoes from the woman’s deceased husband, along with a quantity of other items.   Officer Sutton started talking with the male he had in custody. After several minutes the male admitted to burglarizing the elderly lady’s house and that in the back pack he had were the items he had taken from her house.  The back pack contained jewelry, the deceased husbands’ wallet, knives from a knife collection and a variety of other items.   

The male stated he was transient/homeless and had been in the south Snohomish County area for about a year.  He would not comment on any other crimes he may have been involved in.  The male was booked into the Snohomish County Jail on charges of Burglary 1st degree.  
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
